S.0. 3214(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (3) of Section 58 and

sub-Section 3(a) of Section 110 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 the Central Government vide Gazette
notification No. S.0. 1219(E) dated, 15" March, 2021 had accorded approval for the registration of trailer
in the State of Karnataka to carry out the transportation of spacecraft equipment. In para 2, of the said
Notification:-

for the point (ii), following shall be substituted:-

“(ii) U. R. Rao Satellite Centre (URSC), Department of Space, Vimanapura, Bangalore shall ensure
that the route survey have been carried out by them before one week of the actual spacecraft
movement. After confirmation of route survey, approval/clearance from the respective state authorities
for the smooth movement of convoy including escorts with convoy shall be taken. Dimensions and
weight restrictions on various roads stipulated by the Public Works Department/Local
Authorities/National Highway Authority of India shall be observed and prior approval/clearance from
the respective state civic authorities shall be obtained, before the vehicles are put on the roads. Any
hurdles during spacecraft movement on road, URSC shall follow the rules as prescribed by the
respective state authorities.”

for the point (x), following shall be substituted:-
“(x) The maximum speed of the combination for movement on the road shall not exceed 35 kms/hour.”
for the points (xvi) to (xx), following shall be substituted:-

“(xvi) The permission shall be valid for use of these vehicles by U. R. Rao Satellite Centre (URSC),
Department of Space, Vimanapura, Bangalore only.

(xvii) U. R. Rao Satellite Centre (URSC), Department of Space, Vimanapura, Bangalore shall ensure
compliance with all notified provisions in respect of Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989.
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(xviii) U. R. Rao Satellite Centre (URSC), Department of Space, Vimanapura, Bangalore shall test and
qualify the tractor trailer combination completely as per technical requirement with reference to the
CMVR, 1989. URSC shall submit that tractor trailer operation laden/un-laden shall be carried out under
strict supervision of the trained manpower according to standard operating procedure as well as duly
escorted to ensure safety, considering strategic movement of satellites.

(xix)The specific route for transportation of ISRO Consignments shall be from Bengaluru to all ISRO
Centres located in India and vice versa by road.”
